PANAMANIAN JEWEL 

 
On the first street of the Old             
Town of Panamá, at the start of             
Central Avenue, the history of the           
Villa Palma Boutique Hotel dates         
back to the 17th century.

The 3156 estate, of which there           
are records from the 18th         
century, was occupied until 1927,         
when Tomás Gabriel Duque,       
Vice-President of Panama, owner       
of the Panamanian Lottery and         
“Estrella de Panamá” newspaper,       
director of Banco General and         
Cerveceria National, constructed     
the current building for       
residential and commercial     
purposes. 
 
 

"The house belongs to the aforementioned Mr. 
Tomás Gabriel Duque for having built it at his 

expense at a cost of twenty-five thousand 
Balboas."

The year after the construction of           
the building, Duque would be         
president of Panamá for 18 days. 
 
 

 
 
In 1994, Tomás Gabriel       
Altamirano Duque, the grandson       
of the original owner, nominated         
by Manuel Noriega as the         
administrator of the Panama       
Canal and later Vice President of           
the country, took control of the           
building and reconstructed it.

In the year 2000 the renowned           
Italian designer Francesco Molón       
acquired the building, wishing to         
convert it into a luxury furniture           
showroom. Unfortunately the     
limited size of the streets of           
Casco Viejo were not suitable for           
the frequent transportation of       
grand furniture.
